1) PREAMBLE

g (MoU) is entered into on the 4th of February 2020
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The Parties recognize the benefits to be derived from collaboration, cooperation and mutual
interaction for the development and promotion of joint activities to address issues of mutual
interest, designed to foster and promote collaboration to improve the health of the people
with intellectual and developmental disability by collaboration through this MoU.

2) SCOPE AND AREAS OF COOPERATION:

i. A business relationship between the Receiving Party and the Disclosing Party-
provided source predated this Agreement, and

ii. The Receiving Party can substantiate exchanges between the Receiving Party
and the Disclosing Party-provided source prior to the date of the signing of this
Agreement.

This Agreement will not be construed to limit either Party’s right to independently
develop or acquire, manufacture, sell, license or maintain products, service or
technology without the use of the other party’s Confidential Information including
products, services or technologies that are similar to or competitive with the other
Party’s Confidential Information.

4.4 No partnership:

Nothing in this MoU shall be construed as creating a joint venture or legal partnership
between the Parties. Neither Party shall have the authority to bind the other Party, nor
shall the employees, volunteers and agents of one Party be considered employees,
volunteers or agents of the other Party. This MOU is not intended to imply a financial
arrangement between the Parties. The partnership is merely a spirit of goodwill and
collaboration centred on the above-described activities.

5) TERMS OF UNDERSTANDING:
